Rules of the New Town Bay Golf Club Incorporated
(In these rules called the Association)

CONSTITUTION

Adopted at the A.G.M. on 22/09/2023
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1. Name

The name of the Association shall be the New Town Bay Golf Club
Incorporated.

2. Interpretation
(1) In these rules, unless the contrary intention appears:
* "Committee" means the Committee of management of the Association;

* "General Meeting" means a general meeting of members convened in
accordance with rule 11.

* "General Committee member" means a member of the Committee other
than an officer of the Association.

* "Company" or “the Company” means Nyrstar Hobart Smelter.

* "Employee" means any person currently in the employment of the
company, retired by the Company, given Voluntary Early Retirement by

the Company, made redundant by the Company, or the spouse of any of
these.

* Public Officer is the Secretary or any other member of the Association
voted by the Committee at the first Committee Meeting after the AGM.

® 6-Day Member means the person can play on any day other than
Saturdays.

* Student Member is a person 18 years and over with a valid Student pass
at an Australian college or university.

e Junior Member is a person under the age of 18 years.

e Social Member is a member of the Association but without playing rights.

(2) Words or expressions contained in these rules shall be interpreted in
accordance with the provisions of the Acts Interpretation Act 1931, and the
Act as in force on the date on which these rules are adopted by the
Association.

(3) In these rules the provisions set by the Commissioner for Licensing in
respect of Club Licences in accordance with Section 10 of the Liquor
Licensing Act 1990 are deemed to be included.

3. Office

The office of the Association shall be at 258 Risdon Road Lutana in Tasmania or
such other place as the Committee may, from time to time, determine.
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
